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What does it mean?
It alerts staff of an incident which is leading to a partial or full evacuation of the facility depending on the severity of the incident. Events which may lead to an Evacuation include, but are not limited to: fire, flood, structural damage/collapse, bomb threat, acts of violence, toxic releases from an internal or an external source, or prolonged utility / power failure.
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What do I do? 
· Evacuation of patients/residents/clients, staff and volunteers from an area/zone/floor to full facility evacuation may escalate rapidly depending on the danger. 
· Follow instruction/direction from the person in charge 
· All unaffected areas standby to assign staff to the evacuating area, if requested
